The authors name should be Initials followed by the last name with index of his/her institution. The name of the authors should be in 11 font face. Full affiliations of the authors should be provided including the department, the name of the university and the country name. The font face should be 10. Summary should concisely describe the work being presented together with the brief description on the objective, method and key findings. Please provide up to 5 keywords sorted alphabetically each separated by a semi-colon. The title of each section must be in bold face with font size of 11.

Introduction

Introduction section should contain a brief literature review, the objective, the problem statement of the selected topic. The subtitle should be bold face with Times New Roman font with size 11. Please leave a blank line between the sub-section. Following the succinct literature, the knowledge gap and the novelty of the present work should be clearly included. All references must be cited in the text using the exact citation style show in this template. Reference should be cited using square brackets [1]. This template provides citation style and reference style for book, journal article and conference proceeding.

Significant findings of each reference should be highlighted instead of lumping multiple references in one sentence or statement [2]. You may also adopt the summary of the literature review in a table providing details information such as the author’s name and significant contribution. Please do not leave any line in between the paragraphs of any section. Instead, adopt the first line indentation of 0.5 cm for every paragraph. Please avoid using double spacing at the end of each sentence instead of leaving a single space. Introduction section may or may not include a figure depending on the author’s choice. 
Method and Results
Authors are free to adopt their own flow of sub-title depending on the nature of their article and research discipline. However, it is highly recommended to include the sub-section mentioned in this template namely: (i) Summary, (ii) Introduction, (iii) Method and Results, (iv) Conclusion, (v) Acknowledgment and (vi) References. The sections are not numbered. If additional sub-section is necessary, use italic, Times New Roman font with 11-point font size. Don’t underline any title or the sub-titles. Clear and succinct description on the current method should be provided. Use schematic diagram of pictorial view if require. Leave one line before and after the Figure. Please do not use the abbreviation of Figure such as Fig. 1 instead, use Figure 1. Do not leave any line between the Figure and the Figure caption. Authors may divide the page for the Figure into two columns and displace Figures side-by-side if necessary.

Figure captions should be Times New Roman with 10-point font size. All Figures and Figure captions must be centre-aligned. Do not give Figure caption on top of the Figure, instead, provide Figure captions at the bottom of the Figure. All Figures must be cited in the text [3]. Provide high resolution image of the Figure, preferably, using the enhanced meta file (.emf) format while the layout of all Figures should be “in line with the text”. Avoid using separate textbox for the Figure captions. If the file size becomes more than the allowable size for upload, the Figures may be compressed using resolution of 150-200 dpi [2,3].
